Abstract

After an eight-year long hiatus, Nguyén Ngoc Tu comes back with
her second novel. Mesmerising, poignant, lyrical, existential, yet
claustrophobic, Water: A Chronicle encapsulates the beauty of what
contemporary Vietnamese writing has to offer.

Abstract

Heavily criticised upon publication and subsequently censored by the
government, Making a Whore serves as a poignant defense for Huyén,
its protagonist, deemed tainted by debauchery.

The novel follows the life of Huyen, a young woman born into Ha No6i’s
upper-class, whose innocent interest in her mother’s pregnancy is kept at
arm’s length: “You’ll find out when you get married’, so they say. Lacking
sexual education from her family, Huyén turns to her peers for answers,
opening up a world of childish whispers about physical pleasure.

VU TRONG PHUNG (1912-1939) was a renowned Vietnamese writer and
journalist, regarded as one of the most influential figures in twentieth century
Vietnamese literature. In his short lifespan of 27 years, Vi Trong Phung left
an astonishing body of works across genres, from short story and novel to play
and journalism. His writings are known for their bold and uncompromising
portrayal of Vietnamese society under French colonial rule and for addressing
taboo topics such as sexuality and sex work. Accused of ‘cultural damage’ due
to the sexual content in his writings, he faced legal action, and his works were
banned in the north of Vietnam, then nationally until the late 1980s.

NGUYEN DU (1766-1820) was born in Ha Tinh Province, Vietham. The son
of a well-ranked family of elites, Nguyén was well-versed in the Confucian classics,
but his road to prosperity was cut short by a period of civil war, during which his
village was burned, and he had to wander Vietnam in search of a new home. After
peace was restored with the founding of the Nguyén dynasty in 1802, he joined
the royal court as an advisor to the Ministry of Rites, and later an ambassador to
China. He died in Hué, the imperial capital, at the age of fifty-four.

While dynastical records depict him as a quiet, timid mandarin, Nguyén Du’s
writings show a bold, vocal and emotional man, angered by systemic abuses of
power and moved to tears by the sufferings of people, from soldiers fighting
meaningless wars to sex workers dying in solitude. Through his inventive use of
traditional forms, Nguyén Du detailed the agonies of his world and asked why
injustice was so rampant, sometimes calling on the Buddha to bring salvation to
those who had been wronged.

NGUYEN BINH is a writer native to Hanoi, Vietnam. Born into a family of
historians and anti-colonial revolutionaries, Binh grew up with a belief in literature
as an art that depicts and confronts the conditions of society. Their literary
works aim to connect ancient traditions and canons in order to motivate a look
into what it is like to be human in the modern world.

Binh is the author of essays and poems in both Vietnamese and English, many
of which have been published in magazines and anthologies in Vietnam and
the United States. Currently, Binh is writing a novel, and completing the first
Vietnamese translation of Vergil’s Aeneid. They graduated from the University
of Arizona in May 2023 with a BSc in Astronomy and BA in Linguistics, and are
currently a PhD student in Astronomy at the University of Washington.

TRAN DAN (1926-1997) was an influential Vietnamese poet and writer
known for revolutionising Vietnamese poetry through his innovations in both
form and ideology. Though many of his works faced censorship and banning
from 1960-1990, Trin Din persevered in his literary pursuit throughout his
life. The origins of Crossroads and Lampposts can be traced back to a project
sponsored by the Hanoi Police Department in the early 1960s. The handwritten
manuscript was completed in 1966 and submitted to the Police Department for
review. The manuscript was kept by the Hanoi Police Department for 22 years,
and took 45 years to reach readers. Trin Din passed away in 1997 before the
book was ever published.

In 2007, Trin Din was posthumously awarded the prestigious National Prize
for Literature and Arts, recognizing his significant creative legacy. During his
lifetime, he received the Lifetime Achievement Award from the Hanoi Writers
Association.

She holds a PhD in History from the University
of California, Berkeley and is currently Lecturer in the College of Humanities
and Sciences and Department of History, National University of Singapore.

Childhood Field
Mién Tho Au

by Via Thu Hién | Children’s Fiction

Considered a gem of Vietnamese children’s literature.

Written over a period of 9 years since 1969 to 1976,
during his incarceration at Héa Lo prison in Hanoi.
The manuscript was completed in secrecy, written
on scraps of paper which he then gave to his wife,
and his family hand-copied each of the passages

onto normal paper.

The story follows little Thu, a 7-year-old boy who,
after his father was taken to prison for being involved
in the revolution, had to live in the countryside
with his devout Catholic aunt. Vi Thu Hién
masterfully captures snapshots of countryside
Vietnamese life during the 1940s, sharing stories of
simple and mundane men and women, and how a
child perceives the war that is happening around,
and to, him.

This book exists as a capsule
preserving the memories of childhood for
a generation of people who are still alive
in Vietnam, till this day: a generation who
grew up during the war and carried the
task of rebuilding the tattered land that
the previous generation laid down to
protect.
